St. Clair Township welcomes back OPP Sgt. John Flesher 

Federal grant helps township upgrade emergency response technology 
Emergency preparedness in St. Clair Township was kicked 

up a notch recently when a Federal JEPP (Joint Emergency 

Preparedness Program) grant was received. 

The grant, which was used in partnership with the township, 

allowed a much-needed upgrade to the St. Clair Township Fire 

Departmentôs emergency communication system. Items ob-

tained through the grant included: a cell phone booster unit to 

allow cell phone use in the heavily shielded emergency services 

building; a polycom unit, which allows large-scale conference 

calls; and an interactive projection system known as a ñteam 

boardò which allows computer images to be manipulated and 

created using a special touch-sensitive white board. 

According to Fire Chief Roy Dewhirst, the equipment will 

be used to enhance communication ability which will improve 

response time during emergency situations. ñThis is going to 

greatly improve communications in the event of an emer-

gency,ò he said. 

The Emergency Services Building in Corunna is outfitted to 

handle both natural and industrial emergency situations, provid-

ing a central location where all emergency response personnel 

can gather to coordinate efficient, timely emergency measures.

 In January, St. Clair Township wel-

comed a new Ontario Provincial Police 

community sergeant. 

Although Sgt. John 

Flesher came to the 

Corunna OPP office 

from Point Edward, he 

is no stranger to the 

area. 

Sgt. Flesher says 

he started his career in the OPP Sombra 

patrol zone in 1985. ñIt was the first 

community policing area in Ontario,ò he 

said. His career brought him to Corunna 

in 1999 after a period of teaching at the 

police college. He and his family also 

live in Corunna, and he says itôs nice to 

work so close to home. ñItôs nice to walk 

to work and to meet friends and 

neighbours on a daily basis,ò he said. 

Sgt. Flesher says heôs looking for-

ward to establishing a partnership with 

all of the communityôs emergency re-

sponse providers, adding local police 

and fire department personnel are al-

ready well acquainted. 

Effective communication with the 

community is one of Sgt. Flesherôs pri-

mary concerns. He says 911 must only 

be called for immediate emergencies.
