It is the law that dogs be kept on a leash while on public land and 

that owners clean up after them.

In the interest of keeping public 

parkland fit for recreational use, animal control personnel will be on 

the lookout for those who insist on ignoring the law.  
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Notice is hereby given to all persons in possession of 

land, in accordance with the Weed Control Act, R.S.O. 

1990, Chapter W.5, Sections 3, 16, and 23, that unless 

noxious weeds and grass over 15 centimetres (six inches) 

growing on their lands within the municipality of the 

Township of St. Clair are destroyed throughout the sea-

son, the municipality may enter upon the said lands and 

have the weeds destroyed, charging the cost against the 

land, plus an administration charge as set out in the Act. 

(Minimum charge per parcel is $50.) The cooperation of 

all land owners is earnestly solicited.

ñIôm overwhelmed at the generosity,ò she said.

Along with raising money, the Corunna United 

Church Sunday school bought toys such as soccer 

balls, colouring books and stickers to send, along with 

a box of eye glasses which are in high demand in Tan-

zania.

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Provincial funds awarded for new technology at Moore Museum 
The Moore Museum in Mooretown recently re-

ceived a grant from the Ontario Ministry of Tourism 

and Culture through the Museums and Technology 

Fund.
